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Introductory Notes for a Combined Kindergarten, Year 1 and Year 2 
Class based on the Year 1 Christ Our Light and Life 3rd      

Edition Teacherôs Manual. 
 

The Bishop of Parramatta, in 2007, approved the use of the Christ Our Light and Life Curriculum by Cat-

echists, teaching Special Religious Education in State Schools in the Diocese of Parramatta . 

 
Ideally, the curriculum is designed for use with individual year groups or a combination of two year 

groups from the same learning stage. The curriculum can be taught over a two year period in the latter sit-

uation by alternating between the designated Year A and Year B teacherôs manuals and activity books.  

 
There may be times when it becomes necessary, although not ideal, for more than one learning stage to be 

in the same class. It is then more difficult for any one particular year of the curriculum to be taught to the 

entire group and still successfully engage the children with the lesson.  

 
The purpose of this recourse is to provide age appropriate material for those students in Kindergarten who 

find themselves in a combined K, 1 & 2 class where the Year 1 programme is taught.  Each lesson in the 

Year 1 curriculum has a  corresponding Kindergarten activity page. The activity pages may be photocop-

ied as needed under the permission given by the Director of the CCD in the Archdiocese of Sydney.

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NOTE TO TEACHERS: 
Combined K , 1 & 2  classes consist of a large range of ages and learning abilities which 

need to be factored in when preparing and  teaching lessons. Always begin your prepara-

tion by reading the notes in the Christ Our Light and Life Teacherôs Manual for each les-

son. The following suggestions should be considered when planning your lessons. 

¶ As a strategy for teaching the lesson, use a buddy system by pairing younger 

students with older students, who will be able to help them with their work. 

¶ The lesson should be pitched at the most appropriate level for the particular 

combination of students being taught.  

¶ The lesson should include questions pitched at the level of understanding of 

students in all stages. 

¶ Give time to explain the instructions for the activities and their responses in 

each of the activity books for all stages. 

¶ Involve the students in reading tasks. 

¶ All pages can be coloured if time permits. 

¶ Extension Activities have not been included in this book. Ask your SRE Parish 

Co-ordinator for copies from the relevant year. These follow Lesson 32 in the 

student activity book.

      Kindergarten children will not have the opportunity to complete the first two lessons of the 
Kindergarten Program ï ñOur Prayer Placeò and ñThe Sign of the Crossò. 

 
     The Prayer Place and the Sign of the Cross can be incorporated into the Introductory lesson 
as follows: 

 
¶ Introduce Yourself 
 
¶ Students introduce themselves to you 
 
¶ Establish class rules 
 
¶  Take time to explain the Prayer Place   
      (this will be the first time Kindergarten children will see a Prayer Place) 
 
¶ Teach the Sign of the Cross                                                                    
(Kindergarten children may take several lessons to learn the Sign of the Cross) 

 
¶ Pray or sing together
